 1  small school box (must be able to hold all desk  supplies, no handles)  
1 pair scissors (Fiskars recommended) 
box of crayons - 24 count only 
2  large glue sticks 
1  roll scotch tape  
 6 - #2 pencils (Please do not send a personal sharpener.) 
 1  large eraser (usually pink) 
 1 box of 8 wide-tip, washable markers (basic colors, Crayola are best) 
 1 red grading pen (not erasable) 
 2 folders with double pockets- 1 red, 1 green (plastic lasts much longer) 
 2 large boxes of tissues   
 1 book bag or back pack - No wheels    
 1   box of sandwich size zip-lock baggies  
 1 bottle waterless hand sanitizer  
 1  large roll of paper towels (boys only) 
 1 container of baby wipes  (girls only) 
 1 Bible (We will use the N.K.J.V. or NIV versions in the classroom.  Large print and   
           numbers that run down the left  margin are a big help for 1st graders!)
