ACT/SAT Math Bash

Workshop Description: This two-and-a-half-hour workshop will focus specifically on the Math sections of the ACT and SAT.  Students will be guided through some of the most frequently-asked math question types.  Practice problems cover concepts such as numbers and operations, algebra 1 and 2, geometry and coordinate geometry, statistics and probability, and trigonometry.  Differences between the two tests will be pointed out as well.

SAT Writing Workshop
Workshop Description:  This two-hour workshop will focus specifically on the Writing sections of the SAT.  The Writing section involves a student-written essay and two multiple-choice sections that test the usage of Standard English.  Students will learn how to organize and develop the specific kind of essay the test-graders are looking for and how the essay is scored.  Students will also focus on the most common grammar, usage, and diction question types on the multiple-choice Writing sections.
