Capitalize every proper noun.

Underline titles of books.

Spell all words correctly (look up unfamiliar words).

Indent new paragraphs.

e Write in complete sentences.

e Reference the question within your response.

e Paragraphs must be well developed and length is determined at the
teacher’s discretion.
